OFFICIAL BUSINESS OF THE COUNCIL

1.   Apologies for absence. (Reasons to be given to the Clerk in advance of the meeting)
Apologies were received from Cllr Mrs Hopkins who was away.  
It was proposed by Cllr Gallagher and seconded by Cllr Sanders that they accept the apology and reason for absence.
All agreed.  Carried.

2.   Declarations of interest for any agenda item.
Cllr Sanders declared a personal interest in agenda item 4b.

3.  Signing of the minutes.  To accept the Clerk’s notes from the meeting held on 12th January 2026.
It was proposed by Cllr Sanders and seconded by Cllr Hurst that the minutes of 12th January were a true record of the meeting, and they were agreed to be signed.
13 Agreed, 1 Abstentions, Carried.

4.   Finance
a)   Monthly finance report – to receive and accept the monthly finance report.
It was proposed by Cllr Barling and seconded by Cllr Wilson that the finance reports be accepted.
All agreed.  Carried.

b)   Authorising of the payments. To resolve to authorise the BACS payments listed by the RFO and certify invoices.
It was proposed by Cllr Gallagher and seconded by Cllr Barling that the BACS payments and invoices could be signed.
13 agreed, 1 Abstention. Carried.

5.   Clerks Report and Correspondence.
An email had been received from LCC and NKDC regarding the Local Government Reorganisation.  The Clerk will forward the emails to all the Councillors and it will be put on the agenda next month to discuss.
An email has been received from LCC regarding Project Groundwater Greater Lincolnshire (PGGL).  Cllr Dyer had informed the Council at a previous meeting about how PGGL were working with LCC, to place monitors in areas that are known to flood.   These monitors would send an alert to people informing them of any potential flooding.  The email showed the location of 3 devices that are being placed in Waddington, all located at the bottom of the hill behind Hollywell Road.  They asked for an input from the Council on if the locations are the right places.
It was proposed by Cllr Gallagher and seconded by Cllr Sanders that the locations were the right places.
All agreed.  Carried.
The Clerk had received an email from a resident complaining about an item that had been removed from a grave in the burial ground.  The Council discussed the burial ground rules and what the policy was in removing items.  
It was proposed by Cllr Gallagher and seconded by Cllr Sanders that an email be sent back, with a copy of the rules, explaining why the rules are in place, and informing them of the memorial garden.
12  Agreed, 2 Abstention, Carried. 
Due to a new legislation, the Clerk needs to have a gov.uk email address.  Cllr Paul Bainborrow has been looking into it for the Clerk and has some costs.  It was agreed that it should be put on the agenda for the next meeting.

6.   Matters arising from the last meeting.  Only for discussion.
None.

7.   To discuss Redwood Drive Community Centre and Playground.  An update on the progress to date, any quotes received and any work to be done.
The Solar Panels are being fitted the week of 2nd March, on Thursday 12th February, BPS will be attending with Amelio Solar Energy, to drill the holes safely through the walls in preparation.
BPS have also supplied a quote to clad the wall in the store cupboard to encapsulate the asbestos.  
It was proposed by Cllr Gallagher and seconded by Cllr Carcass, they do not go ahead with the quote but get Matt Cass to do the work instead.
13 Agreed, 1 Abstention.  Carried.

8.   Sidney Hall Field.  To discuss the footpath around the Sidney Hall Field and look at the quotes received.
Despite the best efforts of Cllr Hurst and the Clerk, only 2 quotes had been received to improve the footpath around the field.  
It was proposed by Cllr Hadfield and seconded by Cllr Bayston that they go ahead with the quote for £11,250, along with the quote of £7,450 to do the burial ground road.
11 Agreed, 2 Abstentions, 1 Against.  Carried

9.  Burial Ground.  To discuss the work that has been carried out in the burial ground, and discuss any future works, including the road.
Some extensive hedge/tree work has been carried out in the burial ground.  There are a lot of cuttings etc at the top of the burial ground, which will be shredded once the weather dries up.  In the middle, where the cremations are, there is a cross and behind the cross some bushes/trees have been removed.  The plan is to place a memorial garden, with two new benches around it, to make a calm, peaceful place for people to sit.  
Some complaints have been received regarding the road around the burial ground, it is a very uneven surface and the elderly and disabled find it difficult to walk on.  A quote had been received by J S Paving, who had quoted for the Sidney Hall Field.  If he was successful in getting both contracts, he could do the burial ground cheaper.  The quote was £7,450, and it was agreed to go ahead, as per paragraph 8.

10.   Playing Field Trust.  To discuss some repairs being discussed by the Trust that require funding help.  
The heating and hot water system in the changing rooms, is old and very temperamental, different options had been discussed, and a plumber had been to have a look.  The recommendation was to replace the boiler and change the hot water cylinder to just one.  The Playing Field Trust does not have the money to pay for this and as the building is a Parish Council building managed by the Playing Field Trust, the request was for them to pay for it.
It was proposed by Cllr Williams and seconded by Cllr Bayston, that they go ahead and get quotes, up to £5000, if over that they need to return the item to the Council.
13 Agreed, 1 Abstention.  Carried.

11.  Defibrillator.  To discuss having a defibrillator at the Community Hub.
The Parish Council currently has a defibrillator at the Village Hall and at Redwood Drive Shops, we didn’t put one at the Community Hub as The Three Horse Shoes had one.  The one at The Three Horse Shoes is now out of commission and therefore it was discussed having one at the Community Hub.
It was proposed by Cllr Gallagher and seconded by Cllr Barling that they go ahead and purchase a defibrillator for outside the Community Hub.
All agreed.  Carried.

12.  Urgent matters for attention – Items which the Chairman is of the opinion should be considered as a matter of urgency due to special circumstances.
None.

13.  Date of the next meeting.  The next meeting will be held on Monday 9th March 2026 in the Community Hub.

Meeting closed at 9.30pm.



Open Forum

County Councillor
Cllr Tom Dyer informed that it had been a hectic start to the year.  The County Council Executive have confirmed that the Council Tax rate will be 2.9%.
There is to be a change to the emergency potholes repairs, instead of 24 hours it is now the next working day for temporary repairs.  
The Council are sticking to their policy of not borrowing money, other than for the North Hykeham Relief Road.
North Hykeham Relief Road consultation events went well, the one at the Community Hub at over 250 people by 6pm.  The video from the event has been published and can be found on facebook.  The contractors are publishing a newsletter, that you can sign up for.
Balfour Batty are going to be giving small grants to projects, details to follow.
The roadworks on Grantham Road are on track, they are now working on the footpath and drainage kerbs.
The TRO for double yellow lines on Bar Lane is now out for consultation.
The TRO on Valley Road has received a few objections and so Cllr Dyer has asked for some amendments to be made.
A digger from the Lindum roadworks has hit a tree on the opposite side of the road, which is hanging over the road and is in poor condition.  Unfortunately, it looks as though it is in the Skate Park and therefore belongs to the Parish Council.
He has obtained 10 passive 30mph signs, he plans to place some on Grantham Road and Station Road.
The Local Government Reorganisation is out for consultation.

District Councillors
Cllr Cooper informed that Cllr Ann Mear has died, she was the Councillor for Sleaford Westholme Ward.
There is a rogue trader roofer going around Nocton.
On Sunday 22nd February there will be a snowdrop walk at Whisby Nature Park, funds raised will go to Child Bereavement Fund UK.

Cllr Pennell informed that the Local Government Reorganisation is out for consultation, maps can be found on the NKDC website.
Garden waste collection has increased to £50 for the 1st bin, £30 additional bin, new bin £50. 
The distribution of the food waste caddies is ongoing; you should start using them the week of 23rd March and the first collection will be the week of the 30th March.  There is a leaflet inside the small bin.

Cllr Sanders informed that there are some counterfeit £20, £10 and £5 notes going about.
