1.   Apologies for absence. (Reasons to be given to the Clerk in advance of the meeting)

2.   Declarations of interest for any agenda item.
Cllr Sanders declared a personal interest in agenda item 4.

3.  Signing of the minutes.  To accept the Clerk’s notes from the meeting held on 9th March 2026.
It was proposed by Cllr Barling and seconded by Cllr Hurst that the minutes of 9th March were a true record of the meeting, and they were agreed to be signed.
14 Agreed, 1 Abstentions, Carried.

4.   Finance
a)   Monthly finance report – to receive and accept the monthly finance report.
It was proposed by Cllr Barling and seconded by Cllr WIlson that the finance reports be accepted.
All agreed.  Carried.

It was proposed by Cllr Barling and seconded by Cllr Hurst that the BACS payments and invoices could be signed.

Correspondence received.
A letter of thanks has been received from the Sunshine Club, who were very grateful for the help the Parish Council had given them.
The Cliff Village Medical Practice and the ICB were discussed.  It was agreed that the Chairman, Cllr Hadfield, had authority to write to them, on behalf of the residents of Waddington to find out what was happening.  
6.   Matters arising from the last meeting.  Only for discussion.
Cllr Williams asked if anything further had been heard from Mr Bellman.  
The Clerk informed that Mr Bellman had called into the office and thanked the Council for their letter and for listening to him at the meeting.

7.   Redwood Drive Playground.  To discuss the grant application, documentation and decisions made by the Facilities Management Committee.
An email had been received from the FCC informing that the Council had been successful with their grant application.  However, it is not official unto the grant agreement has been signed, and therefore, can not be made public and no contracts are to be signed until then.   
In the email it also asked for some more information and documentation, to be completed and returned within a 3-week timescale, so a meeting of the Facilities Management Committee was resumed to select which play company to go with.  
It had been agreed to go with Proludic, but some changes to the layout and equipment were to be discussed.  
The timescale for the manufacturing of the equipment for Proludic is 8 weeks.  Which cannot go ahead until we sign the contract with FCC.
The Clerk was thanked for all her work on the grant.


8.   To receive and discuss a letter regarding the burial ground.  
The letter was read out, and it was discussed at length.
It was proposed by Cllr Mrs Hopkins and seconded by Cllr Gallagher that they send a letter acknowledging her letter, informing that it has been discussed at the Parish Council meeting, the views remain the same and there is nothing further to say.
14 Agreed, 1 Abstention. Carried.

9.  Speed Indicator device.  To discuss purchasing another Speed Indicator device and moving the current one. 
It was suggested that a speed indicator device should be placed on Grantham Road as you enter from Harmston and one on Station Road, that you can move around.  
It was proposed by Cllr Mrs Bainborrow and seconded by Cllr Hurst that they get some prices and bring it back to next month’s meeting.
14 agreed, 1 Abstention.  Carried.

10.   Cricket Pavilion.  To discuss the costs and the progress to date. 
The Cricket team had sent their thanks to Cllr Wilson, who had installed the new engine in the roller.
The Council had agreed to finance the new pavilion in December 2024, since then the price of materials had increased.  The cricket team were doing most of the work themselves to keep the costs down.  However, the costs would be higher than the original agreed figure of around £10,250.
It was proposed by Cllr Sanders and seconded by Cllr Mrs Hopkins that they put a ceiling on the cost of £15,00, and the options for electricity to the building will be discussed by the Facilities Management Committee.
All agreed.   Carried.

11.  Urgent matters for attention – Items which the Chairman is of the opinion should be considered as a matter of urgency due to special circumstances.
None.

12.  ‘In Camera’ item.  
It was proposed by Cllr Sanders and seconded by Cllr Bainborrow that in view of the special / confidential nature of the business about to be transacted it is advisable in the public interest that the press and public be temporarily excluded, and they are instructed to withdraw.
All agreed.  Carried

a.  HR Committee.  To receive and discuss the minutes of the HR Committee meeting held on 17th March 2026.
Paragraph 2 of the minutes were discussed.
It was proposed by Cllr Sanders and seconded by Cllr Bainborrow that they go ahead and employ a 3rd handyperson for a minimum of 10 hours a week.
All agreed.  Carried.

Mrs Smith and Mrs Mumby left the meeting. 

Paragraph 3 of the minutes were discussed.
The HR committee had proposed a change to the Clerk’s pay scale and made a recommendation to move the Clerk up to SCP 34, based on the changes within the job role, and significant growth within the village.
It was pointed out that the current pay policy had no provision for this sort of reassessment, therefore the discussion was adjourned to allow the HR committee to re-visit the policy and make suitable changes to allow suitable flexibility.
The HR committee agreed to meet on the 4th May, to rewrite the pay policy to ensure it is fit for purpose.
This new policy will be sent out for review, so that it can be agreed at the next full council meeting on 11th May.

13.  Date of the next meeting.  The next meeting will be held on Monday 11th May 2026 in the Community Hub.

Open Forum

County Councillor
Cllr Tom Dyer informed that they had had the Ribbon Cutting for the North Hykeham relief road, and a lot of activity has started in Waddington for it. Unfortunately, Urban explorers have been going into one of the properties and taking footage, so they have brought forward the demolition of the property.
Balfour Beatty have a Social Value Team, that are keen to work with charities. They offer social value days where they can help do things.  The contact email address is NHRR@balfourbeatty.com.  A Public Liaison Officer (PLO) is also available, and you can email them directly if you have any concerns.

The Planning Committee has approved the TRO on the bend of Hollywell Road. Concerns about the double yellow lines on the High Street are currently being addressed.  
LCC are getting on top of the back log of potholes.

Lindum have resubmitted there planning application, with some changes to deal with the flooding.  Due to the changes, there is no longer anything that highways can object to.
Due to the construction of the North Hykeham Relief Road, there will be some public footpath closures, including the Viking Way.  This will be from September with a large diversion in place.

Regarding the Doctors Surgery and the ICB, there has been things put on social media that are not correct.  Cllr Dyer learned from Sarah Jane from the ICB, that the ICB has been overseeing the surgery for almost two years. Then the Licence holder gave up her licence to be a GP, therefore, they had to close the surgery.  Some initial challenges have arisen with the new team overseeing the surgery.   

Following some communication with the police, the Police raided a house in Waddington for drug dealing and an arrest was made.

District Councillors
Cllr Cooper informed that NKDC have a Heritage Grant of up to £3,000 for heritage properties.  These do not have to be listed buildings they can be buildings within the conservation area.
NKDC have helped bring back in to use, 37 houses.

Cllr Pennell informed that the Government, Secretary of State, has approved the Springwell Solar Farm, however, there is currently no connection point to the grid, as they are waiting for the planning application.

Cllr Sanders informed that he had been speaking to PCSO Sarah Lingard and Sgt Alex Taylor, who informed him that there had been some Anti-Social behaviour on the Australian Estate and that we will be getting another PCSO.

Cllr Bayston mentioned that he had seen an item on Social Media by Rob Waltham, that North Lincolnshire County Council were allowing food waste to go in with the garden waste, which saved money.  He asked why other Councils were not doing this.  
Cllr Pennell clarified that garden waste cannot contain food waste if it is to be composted, a rule implemented following the foot and mouth outbreak.  
Cllr Mrs Hopkins explained that since the mad cow’s disease outbreak, food waste has to be incinerated at a very high temperature.
