REPORT FROM THE CHAIRMAN OF THE PARISH COUNCIL

To the ANNUAL PARISH MEETING of WADDINGTON PARISH COUNCIL

MONDAY 31st MARCH 2025
Id like to extend a warm welcome to you all and thank you for attending the Annual Parish Meeting this evening. I would like to give you a short report to update you with the events, finances and developments of the Council over the last year (ie April 24 - April 25)

Firstly, I would like to express thanks to the Parish Councillors of the past year who have supported and contributed assistance to the Council (along with those who have since resigned or are not with us this evening - but have also served the Council). Sadly, 2 Parish Councillors have passed away since my last report – Councillor Spence and Councillor Barnshaw. Both contributed to the Council for a number of years and were always happy to assist in whatever way they could, and both were a great asset to the Parish Council. They will be sadly missed.

There is currently 1 vacancy on the Parish Council, and if any person (over the age of 18) would like to join the Council, please contact the Parish Clerk.

The Parish Council has a new member of staff, Paul (employed as a handyman.) Paul has replaced Dave, as Dave has now retired after being employed by the Council for 10 years. The Parish Council wish Dave well in his new endeavours.

Waddington is continuing to increase in size and population, and I am pleased to report that the Parish Council finances are looking healthy. This in turn allows the Council to continue to improve and provide more facilities and services for the Villagers. The reserves for the end of the financial year, is a healthy balance of £110,000 with a further £30,000 CIL and S106 money.

As the new housing developments are built, the Parish Council submit suggestions for the names of the new roads. The suggestions put forward are surnames of people from the Village who have passed away but made significant contributions towards Waddington in various ways. The names are usually adopted by the District Council and allocated accordingly.

The Parish Council are currently working on putting together a Community Emergency Plan. In the event of an incident this would bring together services, volunteers, information and help towards organising assistance. If there is anybody here this evening, who would be interested in putting their name forward as a volunteer, please either see one of the Parish Councillors or a member of staff and contact the Parish Office.

The 3 Buildings which are owned and managed by the Parish Council/ Parish Clerk continue to be maintained, improved and updated and all are regularly used/ hired out. 

Following the structural survey for Redwood Drive Community Centre, it has recently undergone some structural support work which will sustain and extend the life of the building for the community. The interior has also had some redecoration (the work is not yet completed and is an ongoing project.)

REPORT FROM COUNTY COUNCILLOR TOM DYER

To the ANNUAL PARISH MEETING of WADDINGTON PARISH COUNCIL

The County Council has increased the Council Tax by 3%, the Council is financially secure despite significant demand in Adult and Children’s Services.
The Mayoral authority has been formed and in May there will be an election for the new Mayor.  Although, speaking to a lot of residents, they aren’t happy with another layer of authority.

The North Hykeham relief road has continued to progress, going to planning and contacting residents, despite the waiting for the decision from the government.  The previous government had agreed to pay £110 million towards the relief road, but the new government has yet to make a decision on whether they will do so.  Without this money the relief road will not go ahead.

I am pleased to report that everything I said last year, that would happen this year, has done so.  

Over the last year we have delivered

· Footpath rebuilding – Valley Road, Lime Crescent and Cedar Close.

· Grantham Road 30mph speed limit extension.

· TROs on Redwood Drive

· Crossing point on Grantham Road, by Pottergate Close.

· Drainage investigation and works on Station Road.
· Waiting restrictions on the High Street, by Church Lane.

· New bus shelter on Station Road.

· Extending of evening bus service, which has now been extended to 2027.

Over the past 4 years we have done;
· Over 1000 pothole repairs

· 308 street light upgrades

· 114 footway pothole repairs

· 47 gully cleansing jobs

· Over £1million spent on carriageway improvements

Looking ahead, we have an extensive plan for footway improvements in Waddington West, with Hollywell Road (up to Rowan), Hawthorn Avenue, Lime Crescent and Chestnut Grove, due to be done this year, and the rest of Hollywell Road, Rowan Road, Almond Crescent, Acacia Avenue and Fir Tree Avenue scheduled to be done in 26/27.
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
