Report From The Chairman Of The Parish Council
To The Annual Parish Meeting Of Waddington Parish Council
Monday 20th April 2025
The following is a report on the events, finances and developments of the Parish Council over the last year.
We have had no change in Parish Councillors over the last year, and I would like to thank the Parish Councillors for all their help over the year.  

We have also had no change in staff over the last year; however, we currently have a vacancy advertised for another handyperson.

The Parish Council finances are looking healthy, with a reserve of £139,781.64 at the Financial Year end for 2025/26.  Some of these reserves have already been allocated for planned projects.

The Council have been busy creating the Community Emergency Plan, which is due to be submitted to LCC very soon.

The village continues to grow, in size and population, with more houses being built.  This means there is more maintenance and upkeep of facilities / services for the Council.
The Parish Council owns and maintains 3 buildings, the Community Hub, the Village Hall and Redwood Drive Community Centre.  These are maintained, improved and updated on an ongoing basis.  All the buildings are regularly used and hired out.

The Council have had a lot of projects over the last year.
· The Cricket Team are improving their Cricket Pavilion, they are doing all the work themselves, but the Parish Council are paying for the materials.

· The footpath on Sydney Hall Field has been redone, making it a one-meter-wide path again, finished with road plainings.  
· Redwood Drive Community Centre improvements, we have widened the entrance road, painted throughout, new heating/air conditioning and solar panels.

In the upcoming year we are planning on improving the roadway around the burial ground, changing the boilers in the Changing rooms, and we are hopefully looking at updating the playground at Redwood Drive.

Last year we had 3 events, the Summer Fair, Christmas Fair and the new Family Fun Day, all which we are holding again this year.

The Summer Fair weekend is held at the Village Hall and will be the weekend of the 19th and 20th June, with bands, stalls, classic cars, miniature railway, funfair, Alpacas and new for this year Waddington’s Got Talent.  So if anyone has any hidden talent and they would like to entre, please do.

The Christmas Fair is held at the Village Hall and will be on Saturday 21st November, with over 50 stalls, Santas Grotto, Alpacas, Food and Drink.

The Family Funday is held at Redwood Drive Community Centre and will be on Saturday 6th September, with a band, dog show, raffle, bouncy castle, food and drink.

Report From County Councillor Tom Dyer
To The Annual Parish Meeting Of Waddington Parish Council
Monday 20th April 2025
It is a pleasure to be at the Parish Annual Meeting of Waddington, and to be involved with the Parish Council.  

Thank you to every who voted for me and getting me re-elected, I never take it for granted.  Following the elections the control of the County Council has changed to reform, who have 43 Councillors, with 15 Conservative, 5 liberal democrats, 4 Independent Group, 2 labour and 1 Independent.  

Last summer we saw the resurfacing of footpaths on Chestnut Grove, Hawthorn Avenue and part of Hollywell Road, with more to come this year and next year.
There has been some TLC to a number of bus shelters in Waddington.  With two of them being repainted and the brick one on Grantham Road, having a new roof and window. 
North Hykeham Relief Road (NHRR) has started, with some engagement events taking place earlier this year, they are now on construction.  Work has started on Station Road, with the removal of trees, hedges etc and houses due to be demolished.   During the construction no HGV’s should be coming through the village.  Somerton Gate Lane will be closed from the 7th May to March 2029.

Following a walk around the High Street it became apparent that it was difficult for mobility scooters / wheelchairs to travel on the pavement.  So later this month there will be some drop kerbs put in.  

Various double yellow lines have been put in in the Village, and the Council have recently approved the double yellow lines on the bend of Hollywell Road.  It has also been agreed without objection to extend the yellow lines on Valley Road.
The flood alleviation works on Grantham Road didn’t go to plan, with some problems that occurred, which were dealt with and lessons learned.

Some patching work has been done on Somerton Gate Lane.  As part of the NHRR a third of the road will be redone, but I am trying to get it all done.

There has been some more passive 30mph signs have been installed around the village.

The Environment Agency have been working with Project Groundwater to install some flood sensors along lower Waddington, that send out alerts when there is a risk of flooding.  Individuals can sign up to receive the alerts.

There has been quite a few pothole repairs in the village throughout the winter.  Due to the large amount of potholes reported, LCC had a backlog over the winter, which they are slowly getting on top of.
As part of the NHRR, the County Council are in the process of employing a Public Liaison Officer.
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
